Scholarship Point System 
 

Community Service 
 

1 point for every 10 volunteer work hours, with a maximum of 20 points.  This is over a 
four year High School period, grades 9-12 . 

200 hrs = 20pts.; 150 hrs .= 15 pts.; 100 hrs. = 10 pts. 
 

Academics 
 

Based on a weighted cumulative average 
A 65 avg. earns 10 scholarship pts., every additional pt. on the average earns an 
additional pt. towards the scholarship, up to a 95 cumulative avg. which earns 40 

scholarship pts. 
Example: Cumulative Avg.  Scholarship pts. 

95 40 
   90    35 

85    30 
   80    25 

75    20 
65 10 
 
EX: an 88 average = 33 pts. 

 
Athletics 

General Sports 
 

1 pt. towards scholarship, per season, based on 3 seasons per year, for participation in 
any sport played in H.S., with 1 extra pt. for special recognition in that sport. 

Example: An applicant, who plays 2 sports each year in H.S. with recognition every 
year in one of those sports, would earn 12 pts. towards the scholarship. 



 

 

Swimming/Tennis 
 

Based on Westwood being a Swimming/Tennis Association, we have categorized 
participation in these sports as follows: 

 
Westwood Swim Team: 1 pt. for annual participation. 

1 additional pt. for achievement. 
 (County Championships, qualifications).   
1 additional pt for recognition  
(placing in either County championships,  
Conferences, or both) 

 A maximum of 16 pts. Could be accumulated over a 4-yr. period. 
 
 Winter Swimming:  1 pt. for winter swimming other than H.S. 
     (Such as Badgers, Silver Streaks, Middies, etc.) 
 
 Tennis:    1 pt. for special summer tournaments 
     1 pt. for achievement 
     1 pt. for ranking in league play 

   1 pt. for participation in tennis league, other than  
H.S. 

 
Extra Curricular Activities 

 
1 pt for each extra curricular activity participated in, for each year in H.S. This may 

include Scouting, Chess Club, Computer Club, Chorus, Drama, All Clubs, etc. 
(These must be non-athletic, sponsored or school related activities, before or after school. 
 

Notes 
 

Additional achievement and individual accomplishments will be noted along with the 
essay portion of the application.  The selection committee will review these, and the 

scholarship will be awarded on an accumulation of pts.
